(Governing the Shows and Garden Competitions)

The Special Rules and Notes given in the different Groups and
Sections of the Show should be read along with these General Rules.

Each participant is required to fill in the official Entry Form/s supplied
with this booklet, neatly and correctly.

The Entry/s duly filled and signed should be sent along with the
appropriate amount of total Entry Fee (in cash only) directly to - The
Secretary, Nagpur Garden Club, West High Court Road, Civil Lines,
Nagpur - 440 001, on or before the last date of entry mentioned in the
respective Entry Form.

Flower Show Committee reserves the right to accept or reject Entry
Forms received after expiry of the above mentioned last date.

The exhibits (entries) will be received at the venue of the Show/s
on the date and timings mentioned in the respective Entry Form, from
only those who have registered their names on or before the last date
of respective Show and after the above timings and dates exhibits
(entries) for the respective Shows (on respective days) will not be
accepted.

All the earthen pots must be clean and painted with gerro (red
coloured lime wash), similarly all containers, vases etc. should be well
polished or thoroughly cleaned.

Flower Arrangements and Flower Decorations should strictly be made
by the participants themselves only on the spot with no guidance or
help from anybody, within the prescribed time limit.

All participants must leave the halls and such other places where the
exhibits for the show are kept, within 15 minutes after the expiry of the
official time for receipt of Exhibits for the show and after these timings
no participant or any other unauthorised person will be allowed to
enter or to be present in the said halls and place. This condition will
remain in force while the judging is in progress and till the show is
declared open.

Each participant will be allotted an Exhibitor Number and cards for
number of entries taken by him containing his exhibitor number will be
given to him. Before leaving the hall the participant must check that his
exhibits are properly placed and each exhibit must be accompanied by
an Exhibit Card provided by the Club. The card shall be placed in front
of the Exhibit.

Participants must bring their own Vases/Bowls/Containers and pin
holders etc. for all the cut flowers and flower arrangements and
decorations except for the exhibits of Roses of Single H.T. Bloom for
which the containers provided by the Club must be used. However, for
sections of bowls of roses, bottles provided by the club may be
appropriately used by the participants if they so desire.

Unless otherwise specifically mentioned/permitted, all the cut flowers
will become the property of the Nagpur Garden Club.

Neither names not any other marks of identification shall appear on
any exhibits before the judging commences. The participant's name
may be displayed after the judging is over.

All flowers/plants/vegetables must have been grown by the participant
in his own garden and should have been the exclusive property of the
participant.

All exhibits from one garden must be entered in the name of one
participant only.

The judges may withhold any prize if in their opinion the exhibit has not
been grown by the participant.

It is necessary for the participant to name the varieties exhibited by
him.

All roses and other cut flowers shall be exhibited on their own stems
and foliage and without artificial aid of any kind except in the case of
flower arrangements and decoration sections.

All pot exhibits in any section showing signs of having been lifted from
the ground will be disqualified. Any prize already awarded will be
withdrawn.

Participants shall, if required, permit such persons as may be
appointed by the club to view the garden prior to or after the show.

All exhibits which do not confirm to the specifications of the Group and
Section for which they are entered will be disqualified.

The Flower Show Committee accepts no responsibility for any errors
committed by the participant.

All possible care will be taken for the safety of plants, containers and
other articles etc. used in exhibits. Nagpur Garden Club will not be
responsible for any loss or damage of them during the show.

The delivery of the purchased (by booking in advance at the show) cut
flowers, exhibit or other item from the show will be delivered only after
the official closing time of the show.

Plants, pots, containers, vases, baskets, arrangements etc. should be
collected by the participants themselves from the hall and such other
place of the show by presenting official acknowledgements issued by
the club, within one and half hour on the same day after the show will
officially be declared closed, after which time the Nagpur Garden Club
will not be responsible for them.

In any circumstances the participants will not be allowed to take away,
remove or disturb any exhibit from the show before the official closing
time of the show and only after they will be officially allowed to do so.

Unless otherwise specified in the particular Group/Section for the
purpose of awarding trophies, cups, shields and other prizes, generally
in all the Groups/Section of all shows, the points will be awarded as -
First prize - 3 points, Second prize - 2 points, Third prize - 1 point,.

Number of prizes per section per participant will be restricted to two.

Generally no point will be awarded to any special prize unless
otherwise mentioned in the particular Group /Section, and only in the
event of a tie for any trophy where two or more participants get equal
number (value) of aggregate points, in such event only, 1 (one) point
for Special Prize if any, won by the participant will be considered while
computing the total aggregate points of the respective participants.

The trophy in the respective section will be awarded to the First Prize
winner.

Judges may give the respective prize to a deserving entry even if there
is only a single entry in the section.

The judges may award no prize or reduce the number of prizes in any
Group/Section/Sub-section if in their opinion the exhibits (entries) do
not merit those prizes.

The judges may award a special or Consolation prize in any
Group/Section/Sub-section if in their opinion the exhibits merit those
prizes.

The verdict of the judges will be final and irrevocable.

Participants must strictly comply with the specifications laid down for
each entry. No artificial supports or any other aids must be used for
any of the exhibits except in flower arrangements and decoration
section. In such cases any prize already awarded will be withdrawn.

All the trophies, cups and shields of all the Shows are RUNNING
TROPHIES and therefore the winners of those will be wholly
responsible for their safe custody and must be returned in the same
condition and well-polished as and when awarded to them, without fail,
to the Secretary, Nagpur Garden Club, not later than: - 15th August -
Monsoon Show Trophies and 1st December - Annual Show Trophies.

Participants are requested to replace all dead flowers during the show.

In all matters not covered by these rules and other disputes pertaining
to the shows, including the award of prizes, the verdict of the Flower
Show Committee will be final and binding to all.

All the Trophies are subject to change and the Flower Show
Committee reserve the right to change or shift any trophy from one
Section to another or to hold back the same without assigning any
reason what so ever.
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
